 ●  That young people may be inspired by the example of Saint Francis to make mature 
lifestyle choices that are selfless and sustainable, let us pray. 

 ●  That we who participate in this Eucharist, offering God the gifts that earth has given 
and human hands have made, may be ready and willing to respond to God’s word that 
calls us to be prophets of a creation made new in the Passover of Jesus, let us pray.

 ●  That the poor, who are the most vulnerable to the impacts of climate change, may be 

remembered by the societies that contribute the most to clima te  change , le t u s p ray. 
 ● That we set our economies on new, more life­-giving paths, believing in God’s saving 

power to make straight what is crooked, let us pray. 
 ●  That the human family remembers its respect for all life, including the life of unborn 

generations, and hastens its transition to clean energy, let us pray. 
 ●  With a shared sense of responsibility to care for God’s beautiful, life­-giving creation, 

we pray that the goals of energy transition, reduced global warming, and protection of all 
life are attained. Let us pray.
